The World Tourism Day 2025 celebrations were held across Kilinochchi and Mullaitivu Districts under
the theme “Tourism for Community Prosperity.” The events were co organized by the Northern
Province Tourism Bureau (NPTB) and respective District Secretariats, in collaboration with the Northern
Chamber of Industries (NCI) and local community stakeholders. The Food Festivals, conducted on 6-7
October 2025 at Green Nature Park, Kilinochchi served as dynamic platforms to promote regional
gastronomy, commmunity-based tourism, and SME participation.

Key Highlights of the Food Festivals

The Food Festivals of Kilinochchi was major highlights of the World Tourism Day 2025 celebrations,
showcasing the diversity and creativity of the region’s culinary culture.

Highlights include:
« Vibrant Culinary Exhibitions: Local producers, women-led SMEs, and youth entrepreneurs showcased
traditional dishes, regional snacks, and herbal beverages reflecting Northern Sri Lanka’s cultural
diversity.

. Community Participation: Over 100 SME participants for each of the events including hoteliers,
restaurants, local food producers, food vendors and community-based groups actively engaged with
live demonstrations promoting farm-to-fork linkages.

- Brand Visibility & Cultural Fusion: The festivals emphasized Northern heritage cuisine with modern
presentation styles, creating new tourism branding opportunities.

« Public Engagement & Media Coverage: Strong public turnout and local media coverage enhanced
visibility for Northern Province as a culinary tourism destination.

As part of the World Tourism Day 2005
celebrations, the Northern Chamber of Industries
(NCI), in collaboration with the Northern Province
Tourism Board, organized a Food Festival on 1ith
and 12th October 2005 at Mullaitivu Beach. As a
strategic partner, NCI played a pivotal role in
mobilizing SMEs, showcasing innovations in the
food sector, and promoting entrepreneurship
within the Mullaitivu District.

Following the events, tourism partners and private
stakeholders from both districts expressed strong
interest in joining NCI, recognizing its strategic role
in regional enterprise promotion and tourism
linkages.




The Northern Chamber of Industries (NCI) successfully completed a
comprehensive Strategic Investment Mapping Study covering all five districts of
the Northern Province. The study assessed investment potential across key
sectors including Agriculture, Livestock, Fisheries, Tourism, Information

Technology, and Green Energy, identifying district-specific opportunities based
on local resources, value chains, and market demand. This initiative positions the
Northern Province as a promising investment destination by presenting practical,
bankable, and location-specific investment opportunities to potential investors.
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The Investment Matchmaking Programme commenced
in December 2025 as a key component of the
Investment Mapping Study. As an initial step, flyers
were prepared and disseminated through the NCI
WhatsApp groups to invite entrepreneurs seeking
investment support for the future expansion of their
businesses to register for the programme.

Simultaneously, separate flyers were circulated among
local and overseas investors to encourage their
registration and participation in supporting SMEs
through investment partnerships. In addition, another
flyer was disseminated to register sector experts and
professionals to facilitate and guide the investment
matchmaking process.

To date, 75 NCI member SMEs and 25 investors have
registered their interest. The matchmaking process has
already commenced, with initial discussions and SME
profiling underway, and selected businesses being
filtered for the second stage of the programme.
